	Miss Murray opened by explaining what has been happening from a Rights perspective since the beginning of lock down. We had plans to run soccer aid and run a collection with the church to raise money for the Ebola cause. These have been postponed due to the virus and will be discussed again in the Autumn term. In recent weeks we have been ensuring we are keeping the blog updated with work and activities from children in school and at home. Activities from UNICEF’s right of the week have been going onto google classroom every week and work that has been sent back from this has gone onto the blog. Miss Murray asked Tayah if she has any further ideas for activities/fundraising/awareness for facebook. She has been thinking about it and we are going to discuss this further in our ethos google classroom.
Mrs Harding and Mrs Webb have been spearheading a feel safe and secure campaign on facebook. They have been posting activities and images on our school page to promote mental health awareness and places children can go if they are worried or concerned. Tayah said she has liked seeing this. Flyers have also been sent out to parents with advice on how to talk to their children about the current situation. Parents have fed back to Miss Murray that they have liked using these and found them useful.
Mrs Twiggs has been promoting spirituality through facebook posts. She has been posting small worship activities that can be done from home and suggesting ways to think about the mental health awareness theme of kindness. She highlighted that rights still apply outside of the education setting and this is being celebrated on the rights blog and class blogs. Everyone was pleased that this is still being thought about even though we are not in school.

Mr Randall has been ensuring security across the school computer system in a time that technology is being used much more than previously. He is promoting google meet as it is more secure. He has been involved in setting up google classroom for everyone to use and is supporting with security.

Mrs Thompson told us how the church is managing in this time. They have been holding virtual services every Sunday and then splitting off into smaller groups to discuss in private online meetings. She said it has been lovely to see everyone’s faces and be able to talk to each other and support each other even if they can’t meet. They also had an online meeting for ascension day. 

She reported that they are still able to check everyone is ok and are ensuring they are respecting and honouring the difficult situations everyone are in at the moment. She commented that it doesn’t matter who we are, we treat each other the same. Everyone agreed with this and we noted the link to children’s rights and ensuring we honour them while still following the difficult guidelines and ensuring we don’t disrupt the rights of anyone else. 

She also discussed the governors and said that they have met online a few times since the lock down. They are keeping in touch with the school staff even though they can’t go in and are fully appreciative of the work they are doing to keep the key worker and vulnerable children safe and happy. They are still following set agendas and giving everyone the opportunity to share. Mrs Thompson thanked Mr Harding on the governors’ behalf for all of his organisation over the last few months. She said it is hard to keep in touch but they are appreciating the feedback and contact they are receiving. 

Mrs Twiggs discussed the meaning of an ethos group. She asked the questions ‘why are we doing it?’, ‘Why do we do what we are doing?’

We all felt that checking in with each other and sharing what we have been doing links to all of these and is particularly important in these times. 

We finished by thanking Tayah for joining us and thanking everyone for their hard work in each of their roles.
